Finally he could see flames on the walls of
a place where a large gate began to open and a creature of some sort grabbed his arm and be-
gan dragging him to the gate.

Suddenly a loud, thundering voice spoke a few syllables in a language Kenneth didn't know.
The creature immediately let go of his arm and he began to go back up into his bed. This same
thing happened twice more.

When he floated back into his
bed, he told his Grandma he was going to live and not die for a long time. A few months later he
was supernaturally healed and preached for the next 69 years.
